Manuscripts are accepted subject to the understand-
ing that no substantial part has been or will be published else-
where. This does not refer to abstracts of oral communications 
that are printed in proceedings of societies or symposia. 

Authors should send three complete copies of the manuscripts 
(maximum of 18 A4 si/ed typed pages including bibliography, 
illustrations and tables) and retain one copy for reference. Apart 
from the three typescript copies on while bond paper, submission 
of a CD rom containing the manuscript is required at acceptance 
stage. Authors should ensure that the C D rom is clearly labelled 
with the paper title and name(s) of author(s). The C D rom must 
be on Word Processing formal up to version 6.1. 

Manuscripts being submitted must be accompanied by a 
covering letter allirming that the paper is submitted only to 
this Journal. In the case ol a paper with more than one author, 
all authors must sign the covering letter confirming that they 
participated sufficiently in the work.

cate name of organization, city month and year. 

ritlcs should be short, specific and clear. Omit phrase such 
as The use of, "observations on". Authors should provide a shorter 
running title and up to six keywords. Manuscripts must be accom-
panied by a structured summary not exceeding 250 words in a 
separate page. The summary will be translated into French by the 
journal office at a cost to the author. Currently, the fee lor transla-
tion is N2.500.00 ($50.00) non-refundable, which shall be for-
warded by a bank draft to accompany the manuscript when found 
acceptable lor publication. Figures and photographs must be sub-
mitted as glossy prints, untrimmcd and unmounted. Each should 
he numbered with pencil lightly on the back with the top indi-
cated. The numbers of photographs and illustrations should be 
kept to a minimum. The legends for figures and tables that should 
he numbered with Arabic numerals should appear on a separate 
page.

I his Journal has agreed to accept manuscripts prepared 
in accordance with the Vancouver style and the Editor will con-
sider only papers conforming to this style. 

References should be numbered in the order in which 
they aic cited in the text. At the end of the article, the references 
should be listed as numbered in the text. Each reference should 
give the names and initials of all authors (unless there arc more 
than six. when only the first three should be given, followed by 
ei at). The authors' names should be followed by the title of the 
article, the journal title (abbreviated according to the style of 
Index Medians)% the year of publication, the volume number and 
the first and last page numbers. Titles of books should be fol-
lowed by the publisher, place of publication, and year. Exam-
ples of format for references are as follows:

Reference to tables should be in Arabic numerals, e.g. 
Table 3, and tables should include titles, which make there mean-
ing clear without reference to text. Tables should be typed sepa-
rately from the text. Reference to references in the manuscript 
should be block arabic e.g. (1J and not superscript 2 4 or (1). 

Proof corrections arc expensive and correction of proofs 
other than printers' errors should be kept to a minimum. Authors 
must return proof corrections within 3 days of receipt. Failure to 
do this will result in the paper being published with the Editor's 
corrections only. Papers accepted for publication remain the copy-
right of the Journal. 

Offprint should be ordered directly from the Editorial 
office of the Journal. This must be paid for at the time of final 
acceptance of paper.
